565.30 Deeds of church pews and slips; recording.

Sec. 30. Deeds of pews or dipsin any church, may be recorded by the clerk of the township in which such
achurch is situated, or by the clerk of the society or proprietors, if incorporated or legally organized; and such
clerks shall receive the same fees as the register of deedsis entitled to for similar services.
